Program News 

Ripley:  
In the three-fours group the curriculum is “Book of the 
Week”.  This gives each child the opportunity to share a 
book which is special to her/him and for everyone to 
see a wonderful variety of literature while discovering 
that different things are important to different people.  
The variety of books is wonderful and lends itself to 
many activities supporting the characters and storylines. 

 
The four-fives group has been sending letters 
to their grandparents and other family 
members to keep the conversation going 

after the holidays. We read Dear Annie by Judith 
Caseley. This is a story of a young girl who receives 
cards and notes from her grandfather.  The children are 
decorating and signing the letters to be sent to their 
grandparents or another special person.  The letter asks 
them to tell us about their lives when they were young.  
We also added a post office in our dramatic play area 
which has created a flurry of letter writing to each 
other. 
 
In the after-kindergarten, an expedition to the polar ice 
caps gave a chance to explore the worlds of the 
penguins and polar bears and all of the other animals 
which live there.  There were many snowy and icy 
projects.  A highlight was exploring how protective a 
layer of fat can be.  We made a glove from plastic bags 
filled with shortening and then wore it while dipping 
our hands in ice.  Wow, what a difference!
